Depart Gandon Inn at 10.30am Sharp to drive to Spanish Point via Emo, Mountmellic, Birr, Portumna, Scariff, ( short break for snack, lunch or picnic), on to Ennis (optional shopping stop) and then on to Spanish point where our base is the Hotel Armada www.armadahotel.com .
 The mileage today is 150 from Blessington to Spanish Point.
Friday 10th Breakfast in hotel. Followed by a short trip to local places of interest, Lahinch, Doolin, The Cliffs of Moher, Dinner in hotel.                Distance 60 miles.

Saturday 11th Breakfast in hotel, check out by 9.30am, at the latest,  for a 9.45am sharp departure and head for Cashel via Tarbert ferry, Foynes flying boat museum, Rock of Cashel to Dundrum House Hotel. Dinner in hotel.  Distance 110 miles.

Sunday 12th Breakfast in hotel, check out and have a leisurely trip home with lunch along the way, Distance 85 miles.
